May 14th our club’s Green Event will be held at the Towson Methodist Church selling compost.

SPEAKER:  

Today we recognized Adele “Deli” Strummer for her remarkable life’s contributions to humanity with an Honorary Membership in the Rotary Club of Towsontowne, and with a Paul Harris Award.  PDG Rob Ketron spoke of Rotary International’s 1.2  million members and it’s purpose of building goodwill and peace.  He emphasized our respect for Deli for who she is and what she stands for, and her contributions to society and humanity in remembrance of the 1,500,000 children who died in the Holocaust.  Rob was joined by  PDG Rob Brown, one of the 100 members of the Arch Klumph Society promoting World Peace and Understanding.
Deli, at 93, and a Holocaust survivor, was raised by a Christian mother and a Jewish father, and it was the faith that was taught in her home that contributed to the strength that helped her persevere under unimaginable conditions.  Her goal is to have the children of today understand the history of the Holocaust and educate them for world peace and freedom.  

It was very appropriate, on the Anniversary of Rotary International, to bestow recognition, on this day to a great humanitarian, Adele Strummer.
