Jay Kumar, District Governor, 7620

DG Kumar began his involvement with Rotary in the late 1960’s while still a student in Banglor, India, when he started the first Rotaract Club in that town.  Both he and his wife, a physician, are both long time supporters of Rotary. DG Kumar’s father was also a Rotarian. 

DG Kumar shared a great deal about his philosophy of Rotary and described how the district is truly “owned” by its members.  Service to Humanity is the meaning of Rotary…Rotary is a language by itself, for him, Rotary is second family—spread the word about it!  No other nation can brag about the accomplishments of Rotary in eliminating polio worldwide….we are here to improve society (through the 4 Way Test)….when we do something, do it with all your heart.
DG Kumar’s PowerPoint presentation included an explanation of his use of the elephant as a symbol of success for his year as DG in Rotary.  The elephant symbolizes education, knowledge, wisdom, success—all of which are symbolic of Rotary. The theme for this year for the district is to make clubs Bigger, Bolder and Better!  DG Kumar encouraged us to share the love of Rotary and what we do with others and be proud of what we have accomplished.  He noted that only 25% of Rotarians in the world give to the foundation, 30% of clubs do not give to the foundation. He recognized Bob Brown for his continued support and participation in the Rotary Foundation.  DG Kumar’s inspirational remarks closed with a poem from Tagor, a poet laureate of India:  “I slept and dreamt that life was joy, I awoke and saw that life was service, I acted and behold service was joy!”
