Speaker:  Rey introduced our speaker, Brian Mund, president of the Itineris Foundation.  Itineris is a startup nonprofit that provides services to adults with autism.  Services include employment, job training, and recreational activities.  The incidence of autism has grown from one in 1,000 to one in 110 with boys representing 80%.  Autism is a spectrum disorder representing very low to very high functioning individuals.  Deficits are in social and verbal skills.  Sarcasm and irony have no meaning to those with autism.  They are very guileless and amenable to direction.  In addition to financial support, Brian asked us to consider employment opportunities for those with autism.  Ideal positions might include vending machines, shredding, anything with monotonous or repetitive functions.  They are very honest, conscientious and dependable.  Those with autism have a genetic predisposition that may be triggered by the environment.
