Speaker:  Margret Supik of the Maryland Czech Club shared stories of the history and culture of the Czech Republic.  Dating back to the 10th century to the present, she gave a
presentation of the historical structures which gave a story of Czechoslovakia throughout the years.   Hlavni mesto Praha stands for Prague, the capital city.  Hradcany is the capital district.  The heart of the old city (Plaza) is called Staromestske namesti.  The oldest stone house in Prague is still there.  There are many castles/chateaus throughout the country. It was the staging ground for the Crusades.

The Hapsburg rule was from 1526 until 1867.  With the collapse of the Hapsburg monarchy at the end of World War I, a Czechoslovakian state emerged in 1918.  The ancestors of the Czechs settled in present-day Bohemia and Moravia, and those of the Slovaks settled in present-day Slovakia.
The First Republic was from 1918 until 1938; the Second Republic from 1938 until 1939.  Then there was World II.  The Third Republic was from 1945 until 1948 and the Communist takeover was in 1948, which lasted until 1989.  The end of the Communist era in 1989 and the Velvet Revolution took place in 1989.  A Democratic Czechoslovakia

was from 1989 until 1992.  On January, 1993, the Czech Republic and the Republic of Slovakia were simultaneously and peacefully founded.  In 2004 the Czech Republic joined the EU.
