But Rotary as a global organization, whose members tackle to issues of education, poverty, and health programs through peace fellowships, grants, and matching grants, GSE teams and etc.  Ken gave a breakdown of the fiscal obligations and how it was distributed.  Currently, clubs only ask $100 per member annually.  But, his club has increased their annual giving to $200 a year.  This comes out to $16.67 a month, per member.  

Dwight shared his experience of Rotary’s generosity and how with the funds raised and the personal commitment lives were changed is Russia with a playground.  His statement was giving money is not enough; it is important to travel to other countries, get to know people, become friends.  It is hard to go to war against people you consider friends.
