Speaker:  Gary Rubin, VP of University Advancement at Towson University was student at Towson in 1969 when there were 4700 students. Now there are 21,000 students with plans to grow to 25,000.
Towson was founded in 1866 originally as the Normal school to train women to be teachers and became Towson State Teachers College before becoming Towson University. It is the largest source of teachers in the state. Bob Koret, President has developed a 2010 plan with 5 major themes: enrollment, management & mix; student experience & success; partnerships; resources of success; telling & selling the story. Towson is rated in the top 50 and top 100 lists of colleges for value and cost. They supply the most health care professionals and 2nd most nurses to the community. Business finance majors score at the top of national exams. Of the 120,000 alumni, 60% stay in the area with over 350 at T. Rowe Price and 250 at Legg Mason.

Towson receives 22,000 applications for 2,300 spaces. 80% of students are in-state and 800-1000 are international students. 5,600 live on campus. Their dance team has been #1 in the nation for the last 11 years. They do an excellent job partnering with business and have a very successful internship program.
