Speaker:  David Slomokowski introduced today’s speaker, Geoff Miller, who is Athletic Director at Goucher College. Geoff gave an interesting PowerPoint presentation about the athletic program at Goucher College. Goucher College was founded in 1885 on St. Paul Street in Baltimore City and then built its new campus on 408 acres land in the 1940s and moved to its current location. Goucher has an enrollment of about 1500 and the overall academic grade is 3.14. It is mandatory for students to study abroad. Goucher student-athletes excel in class and on the playing field, competing on intercollegiate teams in cross country, track and field, field hockey, volleyball, soccer, tennis, swimming, basketball, and lacrosse. Goucher, a member of the NCAA Division III Landmark Conference since 1987, also offers an intercollegiate equestrian team and a wide variety of intramural sports. In 1991, they added a gym, soccer field, and swimming pool, followed by track and field in 2000, a turf field with lights in 2009, and a weight and cardio department in 2008 and 2009. Goucher does not have football, baseball, and softball because of the cost to have these sports. Goucher’s Gophers have won conference championships in field hockey, women's lacrosse, and men's basketball, and student-athletes routinely earn prestigious awards for their combined athletic and academic achievements. By the way, the speaker shared that his dad was a Rotarian.
