Speaker – Lauren Abramson, PhD and executive director for Community Conferencing Center – Lauren spoke about this organization that helps with conflict resolution. She first learned about it from folks in Australia- They took the approach that folks could often resolve conflicts by sitting in a circle and discussing how every person has been affected by the incident. 

98% of conferences result in agreement and 95% are compliant with the agreement

One story she told was of a gentleman whose car was stolen. He met with the kids who stole the car and he agreed that if he could be repaid his deductible he would be satisfied. The kids did not have any income or means to pay him back and one of the kids was being reared by his grandfather. The grandfather offered to hire the kids to work at his church so they could  to pay back their debt- 1 ½ mos later they met with the gentleman – He was so taken by the incident that he turned around and gave the $ back to the church.
