Speaker:                        This week Bev introduced our speaker, Kate Sullivan, the President of the Junior League of Baltimore. Kate explained to us what the Junior League does and all the similarities between the League and Rotary.  The League was founded in 1912 , to give women a voice.  And their core value is service , doing a lot of projects as Rotary does. Also, like Rotary, they do leadership training and fundraising.
                                     Their fundraising efforts range from the operation of a second hand store, The Wise Penny at Belvedere Square, run by volunteers, to other more typical fundraisers. They have a group of singers, the LARKS, that go around and perform in hospitals, nursing homes and other locations where they can spread some cheer. 

                                       There are a number of familiar Baltimore programs that have been started by the Junior League. They founded the Maryland School for the Blind, the Waxter Center, McDonald House, and work with the Y of Central Maryland. 

                                       The women are 21 years old and up, coming from varied backgrounds. Usually, as the ladies grow older, they may become “sustaining members” and be less active, but still giving strong support.

                                        Following this interesting and informative presentation, President Jo thanked our speaker on behalf of the entire club.
