CONTINUE TO WORK WITH THE CLUB IN NEPAL TO ASSIST WITH THE COMPLETION OF THE HOSPITAL.  OTHER RECENT PROJECTS OF OUR CLUB
HAVE TAKEN PLACE IN SOUTH AMERICA AND RUSSIA, AND WE ARE WORKING TO COMPLETE A PROJECT TO PROVIDE CORNEA TRANSPLANTS

FOR CHILDREN IN INDIA.
