21216 is celebrating it's 75th year
anniversary.  The school is an orthopedic public school and was founded in 1933 for students with
polio.  Through the years, the Baer School has seen many significant changes in its population, many
of the children with multiple severe disabilities, fragile health, and developmentally and mentally
delayed impairments.  The population includes over 240 students.  In 1999, the school began a
"reverse inclusion" program and have accepted 60 non-disabled students. Students receive special
educational services, occupational and physical therapy, speech, vision, adapted physical education
as well as art and aquatic therapy.  The age range is pre-school through 12th grade.
